Lesson 2:

David in the House of Saul

Scripture:

1 Samuel 17:31-45

Objective:
That the children will compare how God took care of David with the ways that God can take care of them because God is with them.

That the children will choose a new life in Jesus by listening to and accepting the Gospel
Introduction to Create Engagement:  


(  David told us about the true Shepherd in Psalm 23

· not lack

· takes care of us

· how do we become his lamb?

(  “He maketh me to lie down in green pastures; he leadeth me 

· beside the still waters.”

· green pastures – the word of God – “sweeter than honey”

· still waters – Holy Spirit – Joy, love, peace  


(  God wanted to train David to be a wise King

Part 1:  King Saul was troubled 

The king was going through terrible fits.  His advisers said for him to find someone who could play and sing to calm him during these terrible fits.  One recommend a boy who was strong, handsome and wise.  “The Lord is with him.”

State Objective:  Do people notice something different about you?  Could they say that God is with you.  If you know Jesus, then God is with you, and it should make a difference in your life.  And you can know that God will take care of you.  Like when David wrote about green pastures and calm waters.  (Teaching Point)
That young man was David.  Saul made him his armor barer, and David was loved by Saul.  And boy was David wise!  He never said anything about being anointed the next king.

Part 2:  Saul became better and David returned to the sheep

Israel was in a war with the Philistines who worshipped false gods.  Each day a giant would step out and challenge the Israelites.  “Choose you a man for you, and let him come down to me…”

(  The Philistines refused God’s ways.  The Bible says that each one of us have turned to our own ways.  (teach on the characteristics of sin)

David was asked to take his three older brothers bread and corn.  When he arrived at the camp, he saw the spectacle of Goliath.  When Goliath would shout, the soldiers would run away. David declared:

( “Who is he to defy the armies of the living God?

(  “Why should we be afraid when God is on our side?

Part 4:  David ’vs’ Goliath 
Read and paraphrase I Samuel 17:43-45

((  God has provided a way for you to become a part of his family.  (John 1:12)  Choose to belong to him and know that you can have his care, just like David experienced.  (Teaching Point)
