Scripture:

Psalm 23
Objective:
That the children will demonstrate a new life in God by choosing an attitude that is pleasing to God

That the children will convert to Christianity by accepting the Gospel 

Introduction to Create Engagement:  


(  This is one of the best songs I’ve ever heard
(  It was written by a king 3000 years ago

(  King David, who was a shepherd, wrote 150 songs in the Bible
Part 1:  Many Times David Wrote in his songs the same phrase 

“Let us sing a new song unto the Lord.”  “He hath put a new song in my mouth, even praise unto God.” (Psalm 40:3)  David was not the same person after he began a new relationship with God.  He was changed, and God continued to change him, day by day.  David realized God’s impact on his life and wanted to thank God for what he had done.  Thus he praised him in songs.  David knew that without God, he would have remained desperate and evil.  He wrote:

· “He brought me up out of the miry clay.”  (Psalm 40:2)
· “All have come short of the Glory of God.”  Romans 6:23  (teach on the characteristics of sin)

· The door of heaven is closed to those who do not know Jesus

(( “Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.”  Revelation 3:20   (Teaching Point)
(  Letting Jesus into your life open’s the door of heaven to you

It’s impossible to truly praise God until we have new life in Jesus.
There were two men in the Bible that prayed.  (teaching point)

Testimony:  Psalm 23 quoted at a party

Testimony:  Psalm 23 by a little shepherd boy  (children practice on hand)

“The Lord is my shepherd, I will live in the house of the Lord forever.”  Psalm 23
State Objective: Demonstrate a new life in God!  Choosing an attitude that is pleasing to Him!  Then you, too, can sing praise to God like David. (Teaching Point)
